After the celebration of Sanskrit and Languages Weeks at the Vidyalaya level, the competitions/activities to
be held at the Regional and National levels will be restricted to Quiz (in Sanskrit) and Shloka Recitation(in Sanskiit),
Kaavya Paath (in Hindi) and Elocution (in English). The Dy. Commissioners of all the KVS Regional Offices are
requested to conduct the Regional level competitions for English, Hindi and Sanskrit along with the Regional Social
Science Exhibition so that the winners may participate in the National level competition in the National Social
Science Exhibition-cum-Integration Camp, together in one go. Accordingly, one escort teacher, preferably a
language teacher should accompany the 10 (6+4) students at the Regional/National level in addition to the 4 escort
teachers already deputed for the Social Science Exhibition.
